DRESS CODE and VIOLATIONS

Sunnyside Unified School district and Sunnyside High School develop and enforce school regulations prohibiting student dress or grooming practices that:

1. Present a hazard to the health or safety of the student or to others in the school.

2. Materially interfere with school work, create disorder, or disrupt the educational program.

3. Cause excessive wear or damage to school property.

4. Distract students from achieving their educational objectives.

5. Represent membership or affiliation to gang/tagging activity.

Obscene language or symbols, or symbols of sex, drugs, or alcohol on the clothing are expressly prohibited.

Students and parents are responsible to provide appropriate student attire. District personnel have the responsibility of protecting the health and safety of pupils and maintaining proper and appropriate conditions conductive to learning. The choices of students and their parents regarding their appearance shall not affect the educational program of the schools or the health and safety of others.

Students should “Dress for Success” and come to school properly prepared for participating in the educational process. Students are expected to observe standards of modesty in their dress appropriate for a school, to be clean in appearance, and to wear footwear for reasons of health and safety.

The type of attire of grooming displayed by the students shall not: 

DRESS CODE and VIOLATIONS

SUSD and Sunnyside High School develop and enforce school regulations prohibiting student dress or grooming practices that: 

1. Present a physical safety hazard to self or others in the school. Examples of attire which are prohibited include, but are not limited to:

· Wallet chains

· Hanging belts

· Jewelry, such as low-hanging earrings that may be caught up by another object or pulled by others.

· Accessories that may be used as weapons.

· Spiked/studded collars or wrist band

2. Create an atmosphere in which the well-being of others is hindered by undue pressure, intimidation, or threat of violence. Examples of attire which are prohibited include, but are not limited to:

· Bandanas, hairnet, scarves as headgear, except when worn for religious purpose.

· Gang related personalization on items of clothing, belt buckles, or on one’s self.

· Profane, defamatory writing or depictions on clothing or jewelry.

· Obscene language or pictures.

3. Display profanity or profane/obscene or promote alcohol, drugs, or tobacco in their logo.

4. Materially interfere with schoolwork, create disorder, or disrupt the education program. Examples of prohibited attire include but are not limited to:

· Any clothing which exposes a student’s bare midriff, or cleavage.

· Muscle shirts, spaghetti strap tops, tank tops with shoulder straps less than 2 inches wide.

· Mesh sports jerseys without undershirts.

· Exposed undergarments.

· “In Memory of” T-Shirts

5. Shorts and skirts must cover buttocks and extend at least past fingertips when arms are fully extended.

6. Clothing that is; excessively baggy, lose clothing and sagging 

7. No hats allowed on campus during the school day. Hats will be confiscated. After the third time, hats will be kept for the remainder of the school year.  Beanies and hoods may be worn outdoors during winter months only. (No emblems, writing or brims)

8. No bandanas of any color, size, or shape may be carried or displayed in any classroom or at any school activity. 

9. Bare feet are never acceptable. For safety reasons, shoes must be worn at all times. 
10. No gloves (only in cold weather and outside) or masks of any kind allowed on campus.
