	Assonance


	Also called vowel rhyme. rhyme in which the same
vowel sounds are used with different consonants in the stressed syllables of the rhyming words, as in penitent  and reticence.


	Consonance

	the use of the repetition of consonants orconsonant patterns as a rhyming 
device.



	Idiom
	A statement that express figurative language that is different than the literal meaning.   “Ants in your Pants”   literal meaning: you never sit still. 

	Line

	 Is a single line in a poem. 
Compare to a sentence or phrase in prose.

	Line break

	Refers to the break (space) between stanzas or the break between phrases in a poem. 

	Repetition

	 The repetition of the words in a line of poetry

	Rhyme scheme


	The pattern of end rhyme in a poem
Always beginning with A and adding a new letter for each new rhyme

	Rhythm 

	 movement or procedure with uniform or patterned recurrence ofa beat, accent, in a poem 

	Stanza


	A group of lines set apart in the poem. 
Compared to a paragraph in prose. 


Figurative Language Terms

	Alliteration


	Repeats the same letter (sound) at the beginning of two or more words in a line of poetry.

	Hyperbole

	A great exaggeration used to emphasize a point, and is used for expressive or comic effect. A hyperbole is not to be taken literally. Example: "An apple a day keeps the doctor away." We know that eating an apple every day will not keep you from ever getting sick and having to go to the doctor.


	Metaphor

	Compares two unlike things (doesn’t use like or as)

                        ( is, was, are, were)

	Onomatopoeia

	Onomatopoeia is produced by a single word that sounds like the thing it refers to: "Six burgers were sizzling on the grill." "A snake slithered through the grass."


	Personification

	Speaking of something that is not human as if it had human abilities and human reactions.

	Simile

	Comparison in which one thing is compared to another unlike thing by using specific words like or as.
