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Classroom Rules

What happens if I follow the rules?

2. At the end of each week, you will receive a Super Ram-o-Gram with a ram-o-gram for each Class Dojo point earned!

3. [image: image8.wmf]Earning ram-o-grams is great, but the class rules are not made up just to torture you.  By following them, you will be able to focus, advance more quickly,  and reach your goal!
4. What happens if I don’t follow the rules?

1. You will be given a warning.  Everyone deserves a warning and a chance to correct their behavior.
2. If the behavior continues, you will receive a NO for this period.
3. If you receive three NOs in a week, you will be required to stay for after-school detention.
4. If the behavior continues still (which would be pretty silly on your part), you will be placed on the Behavior Matrix.
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Behavior Matrix
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Step 1:  Your name and the behavior recorded on the behavior matrix sheet.  This is a warning and your chance to make better choices.
Step 2:  Your parent or guardian is contacted and there will be an entry in your computer record (PLP).

Step 3:  There will be a conference with the behavior interventionist, your teachers, your parent or guardian, and YOU.  There will be another entry in your computer record.
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Step 4:  Referral to the office and suspension, either in-school or out, depending on the behavior!
