         Mesopotamian Ziggurat
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Ziggurat
What: Build a model of an ancient Mesopotamian Ziggurat. 

When: Assigned September 16th, 2013
Due: September 20 th (one grade will be deducted for each day turned in late up until September 27th) Materials: There is no restriction on materials: cardboard, clay, toothpicks, wood, metal, anything! (Please nothing nuclear or toxic!)
Resources: Go to SS Learn, Mr. Voorhees Social Studies site for assignment/info. You can Google ziggurat and there are hundreds of examples to choose from. 

Research: Minimum 2 page research paper. Tell about the ziggurat your building: Where was it built, when was it built, why it was built and what is it like today? Also a minimum of 2 citations you used in your research.
Grading: No two ziggurats were alike. The model must have, however, concentrically smaller “boxes” stacked on top of one another (min. 3). It must have a staircase and a label (Ziggurat). Earth tone colors (browns or adobe brick) are preferable but not necessary. 
The research will be graded according to the directions above. Don’t forget to have two citations; two books or web-sites you received info for your report.
