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  OBJECTIVES
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   TERMINOLOGY

	Student will be able to: 
1. Define the duties and responsibilities of producers and directors
2. Explain the interactions these professionals have with each other and their production crew

	Production: The shooting phase of the media production process
Pre-production: The first (planning) phase of any media production.

Post-production: The final phase where editing, special effects, audio enhancements and duplication/distribution. 
Proposal (i.e. Treatment): The document which summarizes the story/production for consideration.
Talent: The actors/anchors/reporters/on-air performers in a production.
Script: Detailed document that guides the production process.
Blocking: Setting up a shot by marking out the locations for talent in relation to cameras, lighting and set arrangement 

Producer: The person in charge of launching the entire production. He or she comes up with the program concept, lays out the budget for the production, and makes the major decisions. This person is the team leader, the one who works with the writers, hires the director, decides on the key talent, and guides the general direction of the production.
Director: The director is in charge of working out preproduction (before the production) details, coordinating the activities of the production staff and on-camera talent, working out camera and talent positions (blocking) on the set, selecting the camera shots during production, and supervising postproduction (after production) work.
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  INTRODUCTION

	Teacher will display slide 2 (bell work) of AV1-JobTerminology1-PowerPoint.ppt while taking attendance. Students will answer question with a complete sentence on a properly headed paper which they will use for bell work all week and turn in the last class meeting of the week.
Bell work: Describe a situation where you were working in a team and there was no “leader”. 
Teacher says: “Today we are going to investigate the duties and responsibilities of leaders in a video production project – here are today’s objectives…

1. Teacher says: “Think back to a time when you worked as a team member and things did not go well. Take two minutes to share the experience with a neighbor.”  Teacher will call on two or three non-volunteers using Pass or Play. (Slide 3). Teacher guides the conversation toward the qualities of leadership. 
	1. Students share experiences with their neighbor for one minute. Using Pass or Play, selected individuals will share their answers with the class.

	2. “In the video/film production process, it takes a team to make things happen. Success depends on learning how to work as an effective team. Think for a minute about what this might look like in a media production crew.” Teacher calls on a few non-volunteers. (Slide 4-first click)
	2. Students respond when called upon.

	3. Teacher demonstrates how to login to Cybercollege from his/her computer, and says: Login to your computer and go to www.cybercollege.com. (Teacher clicks on the link to the web page- on slide 4-second click) Go to Index > TV Production Modules >  Module1 and read for understanding. Pay close attention to the description of duties for the producer and director. Click on links for extra information.
	3. Students will login and follow the instructions on the website. Students will work individually through Module1.


	4. Teacher says (while still demonstrating): “Using the two AV1-AnalyzeAVCareers-Handout1a   handouts, fill in the missing words/concept relating to producer and director as you work through Module 1 (slide 5).  Follow along while I demonstrate the procedure” (Slide 6 is used for demonstration). Teacher monitors student progress.
	4. Students will each complete the two copies (one for producer & one for director) of AV1-AnalyzeAVCareers-Handout1a with 100% completion

	    5. Teacher says “After finishing the handout
        and reading the entire module, take the
        quiz at the end of Module 1. You must
        retake it until you achieve 100%. Be
        prepared to write a scenario which 

        demonstrates the interactions between

        the producer, director and the rest of

        their crew.” (Slide 7) Teacher observes

        performance and records checkmarks in 

        gradebook for those who have completed 

        the assignment.
    
	5. Students will show teacher their perfect score on the quiz

	    6. Teacher says: “By a show of thumbs up   

        how many of you understand who the 

        boss is of the whole production team?” 
	6. Students indicate knowledge by   showing thumbs up


	    7. Teacher calls on a non-volunteer who has 

        not previously answered aloud

	    7. Student answers the correct answer


	    8. Teacher says “Raise your hand if you 

        know who is in charge of the production 

        team during the production phase”. (wait 

        time). Teacher says “I need to see more 

        hands” until everyone’s hands are raised. 
        Teacher calls on a student who has not 

        yet answered a question.
	    8. Student answers the correct answer

	    9. Teacher says “Does anyone have a 

       question about any of the material 

       covered today. (teacher answers 
       questions).

    
	    9. Students may or may not have  

        questions.

	   10. Teacher says “Everyone take out your      

“Glossary of Terms” (AV1-AnalyzeAVCareers-Handout1c). Highlight, circle or  

         underline each new term you learned in 

         this lesson and be prepared to show me 

         your glossary.

	    10. Students all take out their glossaries 

          and highlight the words 

	   11. Teacher says “How many found more    

        than two words (other than producer and 

        director)? More than 3….more than 8?” 
        (correct answer – there were 9 including  

        producer and director.
	    11. Students raise hands according to  

          teacher prompt.
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  CLOSURE

	 Teacher says, let’s see if we all found the same words. Check your list against the slide (terms from earlier in the lesson are enumerated) AV1-AnalyzeAVCareers-Powerpoint1

slide 8. Compare your answers with your neighbors – pair share. (Teacher may collect hard copies and enter in grade book)
