(30 min)Unit 3.2 Task2: Gravity
Monday: Day 16 Introduce new vocabulary. Bring in sunflower seeds. Ask if they know where they came from. Introduce and read this week’s poem, “Sunflower” http://www.canteach.ca/elementary/songspoems22.html Discuss poem. Introduce the book, The carrot Seed” or watch the video http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=dt8jHWXgn2l.
Do a Picture walk. Discuss. Read aloud the book. Re-read and discuss beginning, middle and ending, characters, setting, problem and solution. Refer back to The Tiny Seed and compare and contrast it with The Carrot Seed. Ask students to share which is their favorite and why. Review how to write an opinion story. Model completing a four square organizer to give an opinion about a book. Allow students to draw a picture of their favorite book. 
Tuesday: Day 17 Introduce new vocabulary. Introduce the book Zinnia’s Flower Garden or another book that introduces growing plants to children. Doa Picture walk and discuss. Discuss how the story is like The Tiny Seed. Use the how-to graphic organizer introduced earlier in the week to tell how Zennia grew a plant. Discuss how good writers how to add details to their steps to make them clearer. Model how to add details to each step to tell how Zennia grew a plant and record on the graphic organizer. Create a writing template in the form of  a four page book for students to complete with details and illustration, using title, first, second, third
Wednesday: Day 18 Introduce new vocabulary and discuss those words with partner. Activate prior knowledge on Sunflowers. Introduce the book “Sunflower House”  Take a picture walk, video can be found http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=w-Ze3fcziOE
Remind students to use words such as who, what, where, when, why, and how when questioning. Read “Sunflower house” Use the T-chart to add questions and answers that arise from the reading.
. Thursday: Day 19 Introduce new vocabulary. Reread  this week’s poem, “Sunflowers” Identify plural words in the poem. Students share what they learned yesterday from the book “Sunflower House”  Show students the book “Sunflowers” or another book about the sunflower’s life cycle. Discuss Fiction and nonfiction. After reading add facts to the graphic organizer. Discuss what good readers do to tackle new words when reading.
