TITLE: Street Art Day 2
GRADE: 5

MATERIALS: street art worksheet, graffiti font worksheet

TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will brainstorm ideas for street art design using at least one word and one picture
-Students sketch street art design using graffiti lettering
-Once approved, students will draw design on photo
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we discussed street art and saw examples of street art. Today we’re going to focus on creating our own street art design. Students will turn worksheets over and brainstorm ideas for 2 minutes. (pass out graffiti lettering while they’re working) Ideas include: positive words or phrases, addressing a problem in the community, honoring a special event or person (Michael Jackson), celebrating cultural heritage (art, music, holiday, etc.)

Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

-At demo table, show students how to lightly write the word in all caps first and draw picture. (Keep it simple) Next draw graffiti letters over the word. Incorporate a picture into your message. Consider the mood you want to create. What details can you add to enhance the message and mood? Raise your hand for approval-choose Tucson photo from back counter and redraw on the building. 

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students return to seats and sketch design, raise hand when finished. 
Independent Practice:

Students will choose a Tucson building scene and draw their design on the building.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I incorporating at least one picture and one word in my design? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
