TITLE: Street Art Day 3
GRADE: 5

MATERIALS: street art worksheet, graffiti font worksheet, buildings, sharpies, colored markers
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will complete street art design and draw on building photo
-Students will trace street art with black marker and color with colored markers
-Students will color the photo with colored pencils
VOCABULARY:

PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Students give an example of a word and picture that would work well for a street art design. Draw their suggestion and demonstrate how to put a bubble frame around the word and picture to make it look unified. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Explain that students should trace idea with sharpie first, use colored markers to color just the street art, and finally lightly color the background of the photograph with colored pencils.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Call tables one by one to pick out their building photos if they haven’t done so yet.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress. 
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself? Am I including a bubble around my word and picture to make it appear unified?  Am I carefully adding color with marker to the street art design and lightly coloring the photgraph with colored pencil? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
