TITLE: Tessellation-Day 2
GRADE: 5
MATERIALS: 2.5 in. square paper, scissors, tape, tessellating shapes worksheet
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:
-Students will practice transforming tessellating shapes into something recognizable 

-Students will create a unique, tessellating shape 

VOCABULARY:

Illusion, Symmetrical, Tessellation, Mosaic

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Raise your hand if you’ve ever had a hard time coming up with an original idea? 
Art History/Concepts:
Artists struggle with this all the time. They have to use strategies to stimulate their imagination. One way is by doing playful exercises like this:
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

As a class, decide how to add details to the interior of each shape to transform it into something different. Now students have 2 minutes to complete 4 more on their own. Next, set up demo. table and demonstrate how to create a tessellating shape. First, cut a shape from one side, slide it over, and tape to over side. Repeat on the bottom. Write your name on the shape and trace it on the back. Try to figure out what to turn it into. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Do step by step procedure together at tables and the board. 
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I taping my cut out shape directly across from where I cut it? 
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
