TITLE: Tessellation-Day 3
GRADE: 5
MATERIALS: 2.5 in. squares, scissors, tape, heavy white paper
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will create a tessellating shape
-Students will trace their shape continually until it fills the entire paper
-Students will trace their shape on the back and turn it into something recognizable 

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Review how to make a tessellating shape and demonstrate what happens when its not taped exactly across from where it is cut. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Demonstrate how to adjust your tessellating shape so that it will fit together like a puzzle when its traced over and over. Like a pieces of a puzzle, there should be no spaces in between.  Once the shape is traced over and over so that it fills the paper, trace it one more time on the back of your paper and transform it into something recognizable. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Repeat step by step procedure as a group.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress.

Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I tracing my shape so that it fits together like a puzzle? 
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
