TITLE: Martin Ramirez College
GRADE: 4
MATERIALS: multicolored construction paper cut into small rectangles, glue, scissors,magazines
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART STANDARDS & OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

4th VA: Cr2.1.4a:  Explore and invent art-making techniques and approaches.

4th VA: Cr2.2.4a:  When making works of art, utilize and care for materials, tools, and equipment in a manner that prevents danger to oneself and others
4th VA: Cr3.1.4a:  Revise artwork in progress on the basis of insights gained through peer discussion.

4th VA: Re8.1.4a:  Interpret art by referring to contextual information and analyzing relevant subject matter, characteristics of form, and use of media.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify reoccurring subject matter, characteristics of form, and media in Martin Ramirez’s artwork .
-Students will use magazine snippets to create an unusual creature.
VOCABULARY:

Outsider artist, characteristics of form 
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Think to yourself quietly: Does a person have to attend art school or receive formal training in order to be considered an artist? Discuss at your table. Explain that an outsider artist is someone who is art is well-known and respected, but the person never received formal training.
Art History/Concepts

Using the Martin Ramirez PPT, students identify characteristics of Martin Ramirez’s life that have influenced his artwork, reoccurring subject matter and characteristics of form.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Show students examples of collages. Collages need to be small enough that they stay within the background rectangle. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Table helpers pass out scissors, glue, magazines; teacher passes out construction paper. Students use magazine snippets to create unusual creatures.
Independent Practice:

Students work independently while teacher monitors progress

Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully cutting and gluing? Am I using my imagination to create an unusual creature using different pictures?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
