TITLE: Architecture Day 2
GRADE: 3
MATERIALS: PowerPoint, worksheet, architecture examples handouts, pencils
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will finish house sketches and identify important characteristics on each house
-Students will design a unique house and describe the significance of its shape and the materials used to create it.
VOCABULARY:

Architecture, architect
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we learned why architects in different parts of the world design houses the way that they do. Discuss with the person next to you, what do architects have to consider when they design houses. 
Art History/Concepts:

Today we’re going to begin by finishing our sketches from last week. You are also going write on each house important information about why it looks the way it does. Show example. Students finish sketching and writing notes. 
Students go to floor and look at the map. Explain that people often move to other places and they take their culture with them. Architecture shows the different people who live in an area, where they come from and their style. What would happen if people from Europe moved to the rainforest? What might their houses look like? 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Show the other example and ask students to guess where they might be from.

Now they are going to create a unique house that combines two distinct cultures. 

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Design a hybrid house together as a class. Ask volunteers to tell you which two parts of the world will be combined. 
Independent Practice:

Students return to seats. Begin by drawing lightly, that way you can erase easily if needed. Everyone only gets one piece of paper, so use it wisely. 

Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? What two parts of the world will I combine? Which parts of the house will come from one part of the world and which parts will come from a different part? What materials are available in the part of the world where it will be built? 

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
