TITLE: Architecture Day 3
GRADE: 3
MATERIALS: Examples, black markers
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will complete their hybrid house drawing that shows where the house is, what materials are used to make it, and who and what lives there.
VOCABULARY:

Architecture, architect
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):
Ask students to identify “hybrid”. Explain that we are creating hybrid houses because they combine styles/ideas from two different parts of the world. 

Art History/Concepts:
Students should copy and complete the following sentence on the back of their paper. 

If an architect moved from ____________________ to ______________________, he/she might design a house that looks like this.  

Next, circle what you wrote in the second blank. This is where your house is built. Write or draw what type of plants grow there, what the environment looks like, and the type of creatures that live there. 

Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Show examples of houses that are not finished and ask students to make suggestions for improvement.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review expectations.
Independent Practice:

Once pictures is approved, students can trace with black marker
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing where the house is and what lives in that environment? 

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
