TITLE: Architecture Day 4
GRADE: 3
MATERIALS: Examples, black markers, watercolor paints
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will complete their hybrid house drawing that shows where the house is, what materials are used to make it, and who lives there.
-Students will trace entire picture with black marker

-Students will add color with water color paint
VOCABULARY:

Architecture, architect
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Students will take turns at their tables explaining what two styles are shown in their hybrid house, where the house is, what it is made from, and who or what lives there. Take twenty seconds for each.
Art History/Concepts:

Review objectives
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Show students at demonstration table how to set up paints and begin adding color
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review expectations
Independent Practice:

Once students are finished tracing with the black marker, they should gain approval to begin painting
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully tracing over my pencil lines and carefully painting? Am I washing my brush before I change colors?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.
