TITLE: Architecture Day 5 and 6 (depending on how it takes students to finish painting)
GRADE: 3
MATERIALS: Tape on board, watercolor paints
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will view and describe each other’s artwork
-Students will carefully finish painting 
VOCABULARY:

Architecture, architect
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Refer to the sentences on the board. This time you have to describe someone else’s artwork by filling in the blanks. 

If architects from _________ moved to _____________, they might build a house that looks like this. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Instructions as follows: Everyone sitting at the back tables will stick their artwork to a piece of tape and then line up. Everyone lines up and looks at artwork, their job is to try to complete the sentence for each one. (Demonstrate first) Take turns with half the class. 

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students return to seats and finish their paintings. 
Independent Practice:

Once complete, they can do free-draw
Student Engagement/ Self Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused?  Am I cleaning my brush before I use a new color? Am I doing my personal best? 

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
