TITLE: Cityscapes-Day 2
GRADE: 3

MATERIALS: black fine tip markers, architecture worksheets, artwork
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:
-Students will draw details on their cityscapes including: windows, doors, decorative trim, signs, people, etc.
PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Today we’re going to make our cityscapes more engaging by adding imaginative details.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Begin by outlining all the individual buildings. Next, add windows, doors, awnings, window frames, signs, billboards, and other interesting architectural details. Next add details to the street. What’s going on in the street? People, cars, add details to cars, draw bikes, etc. Use the architecture worksheet examples to stimulate more of your own ideas.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps together.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I using my imagination and the provided examples to create interesting details to my artwork? Am I focused? 

Independent Practice:

Students work at their seats while teacher monitors progress.

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
