TITLE: Faith Ringgold Story Quilt
GRADE: 2
MATERIALS: ½ sheet construction paper, construction paper crayons, PPT 
TIME: 35  minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

2nd VA: Cr1.1.2a: Brainstorm collaboratively multiple approaches to an art or design problem.

2nd VA: Cr1.2.2a:  Make art or design with various materials and tools to explore personal interests, questions, and curiosity.

2nd VA: Cr2.1.2a:  Experiment with various materials and tools to explore personal interests in a work of art or design.

2nd VA: Cr2.2.2a:  Demonstrate safe procedures for using and cleaning art tools, equipment, and studio spaces.

2nd VA: Re8.1.2a:  Interpret art by identifying the mood suggested by a work of art and describing relevant subject matter and characteristics of form.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify the subject matter and  the setting in Faith Ringgold’s artwork
-Students will create different complex patterns to share w/others using at least 3 different colors.

VOCABULARY:

Pattern, story quilt
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Review patterns, each table identifies a pattern in the room. Point out patterns on clothes.
Art History/Concepts:
Using the Faith Ringgold PPT, students identify what community event is occurring in each piece of artwork.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

At seats, students begin by covering one piece of paper with a repeated shape. With a new color, they add a repeated line. With a new color, they add another repeated shape. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Students make another pattern that includes a repeated object.
Independent Practice:

Students make one more pattern of their choice using at least 3 different colors.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I using at least three colors to make my pattern? Is this my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
