TITLE: Faith Ringgold Story Quilt-Day 2

GRADE: 2

MATERIALS: 9 in. square paper, pencils, black felt tip markers

TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify community events

-Students will draw an event including at least 4 people doing something and a clear setting

VOCABULARY:

Community event

Setting

PROCEDURE:

Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we learned about Faith Ringgold and saw examples of her story quilt paintings. We identified what was going on in each of her paintings and the setting, or where it was happening. One showed people at a wedding. What were some of the others? Art museum, beach, dancing on a bridge, dancing, entertaining at someone’s house, having dinner on top of the roof of an apartment building. 

Art History/Concepts:

All of these paintings showed a group of people doing something. A name for this is community event. Other examples of community events are: holiday celebration, sporting event, birthday party, day at the park, etc

Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

On your paper, write down 3 more community events that we haven’t mentioned. (share with class) Everyone is going to draw a picture of a community event of their choice. It must include 4 people and a clear setting.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Look at the example, what are the people doing? What is the setting? Where is it taking place? Does it meet the objectives?  If not, what needs to be added? 

Independent Practice:

Students return to tables and draw community event. Raise hand for approval to begin tracing with black marker.

Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I including a clear setting and at least 4 people doing something?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
