TITLE: Faith Ringgold Story Quilt-Day 4
GRADE: 2
MATERIALS: crayons, glue sticks, black markers, 12 in. white paper, pattern squares 
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will finish their community event
-Using pattern squares, students will glue a border on the 12 in. square. Next, students will glue their community event to the center.

VOCABULARY:

Community event
Setting

Pattern

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we completed our community event pictures. If you did not complete yours last week that is the first thing you need to do today. I’m going to show you how we’re going to use the patterns we all made a few  weeks ago to make a story quilt.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Demo table:
Ask students if they remember where the patterns were on Faith Ringgold’s story quilt? (Along the border) Demonstrate how to glue squares along the border of their paper. After they’re finished, they will glue their community event to the center.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps.
Independent Practice:

Students return to tables work.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I gluing the squares on straight?  Am I using the glue correctly? Am I doing  my personal best?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up. Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
