TITLE: Cactus Hotel Day 2
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: Artwork from previous week, crayons, black markers
TIME: 35 minutes
OBJECTIVES:

-I will finish drawing my desert creature in its environment
-I will trace my drawing with black marker and add patterns with crayons

PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Raise your hand if you remember what a pattern is. Where do we see patterns in the desert? (On plants, in the sky, on animals’ bodies) Review patterns and explain that we are going to add patterns to our picture.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

At demonstration table, show students how to trace line and use crayons to add different patterns to different parts of the picture. (texture of animal, ground surface, plants, etc.) They should not color the whole picture because they’ll be adding color with paint next time.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:
Review steps together.
Independent Practice:

Students return to seats and begin tracing and coloring.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully tracing and coloring? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
