TITLE: Gingerbread land-Day 2
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: Backgrounds, brown paper, scissors, gluesticks, construction paper crayons 
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will complete artwork by making a gingerbread house and gingerbread man
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Show gingerbread house PPT one more time quickly
Remind students that they should use their imagination to think of how candy can be used in unexpected ways in their gingerbread land.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Step by step

1. pass out brown square and scissors. 
2. Fold square in half and cut off one corner

3. open and draw a rectangle and diagonal line.

4. draw door and window

5. fold smaller rectangle in half lengthwise. 

6. Draw the gingerbread man shape and carfully cut 

7. decorate both with crayons and glue on to blue paper.

Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Teacher will walk around and monitor progress
Independent Practice:

If time allows, students may make a train and look at everyone else’s artwork.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:

Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I carefully cutting and using just little dots of glue? Am I using my imagination to draw candy used in unexpected ways?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
