TITLE: Intro to Patterns
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: heavy paper, crayons
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

1st VA: Cr1.2.1a: Use observation and investigation in preparation for making a work of art.

1st VA: Cr2.1.1a:  Explore uses of materials and tools to create works of art or design.

1st VA: Cr2.2.1a: Demonstrate safe and proper procedures for using materials, tools, and equipment while making art.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will review lines and patterns and identify patterns in the room.

-Students will divide paper into areas by drawing a variety of different types of lines.

-Students will draw repeated lines, colors, and shapes to create patterns in an abstract design.

VOCABULARY:

Line, Straight, Curved, Angled, Vertical, Horizontal, Diagonal, Pattern, Abstract
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Review lines by drawing them in the air. Review patterns by finding examples of patterns in the room. Ask each table to report one pattern they found in the room.
Art History/Concepts:

Teacher explains that class will create an abstract design using lines and patterns. Abstract means it will not resemble anything recognizable. 
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Students pass out heavy paper and pick a dark color crayon.  Teacher leads a step by step abstract design using a horizontal curved line, diagonal line, straight line, and angled line. 

Next, draw a repeated shape in one area, and color it in.  Using a different color, draw a repeated line. (Simple pattern) In a different area, make a complex pattern
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Teacher continues to lead the step-by-step method of creating simple, complex, and repeated object patterns.
Independent Practice:

Students must fill each area with a different pattern using at least 3 different colors in each. Teacher will monitor progress throughout.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I using at least 3 different colors in each pattern? Is each pattern different?
Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
