TITLE: Intro to Patterns-Day 2
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: heavy paper, crayons, example 
TIME: 35 minutes

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will evaluate given example of artwork
-Students will complete their patterns using at least 3 colors in each

-Students will learn how to use the free draw area

VOCABULARY:

Line, Straight, Curved, Angled, Vertical, Horizontal, Diagonal, Pattern, Abstract
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Last week we learned how to make patterns by repeating a line, shape, or object over and over. This week we’re going to finish our patterns using repeated lines, shapes, and objects. If you complete all of your patterns, you will be able to do free draw.
Art History/Concepts:

Last week we began by dividing our paper into areas by drawing different types of lines. Next we created patterns in each area by drawing REPEATED  lines, shapes, and objects. Today, we are going to finish our patterns. Your picture must include:

-different pattern in each space

-each pattern must use at least 3 different colors

-Do not color the entire space.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Show students how to gather around the demonstration table. At demo. table, students evaluate a right and wrong example of patterns. Students should raise their hands when finished for approval. When they’re finished, they may do free draw or finish their name cards with crayons

.
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps together before returning to seats

Independent Practice:

Students complete their patterns independently while teacher monitors progress. 
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I using at least 3 different colors in each pattern? Is each pattern different? Is this my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.

Daily participation grade is based on effort and citizenship.
