TITLE: Romare Bearden Collages Day 1
GRADE: 1
MATERIALS: PPT, purple construction paper, scissors, glue sticks. 
TIME: 35 minutes

VISUAL ART CONTENT STANDARDS/OBJECTIVES ADDRESSED IN THIS UNIT:

1st VA: Cr1.2.1a: Use observation and investigation in preparation for making a work of art.

1st VA: Cr2.1.1a:  Explore uses of materials and tools to create works of art or design.

1st VA: Cr2.2.1a: Demonstrate safe and proper procedures for using materials, tools, and equipment while making art.

1st VA: Cr3.1.1a:  Use art vocabulary to describe choices while creating art.

OBJECTIVES:

-Students will identify Background, Foreground, and Middle ground in artwork.

-Students will view Romare Bearden’s artwork and identify the subject (what is going on in each piece of artwork) and the setting (where it is taking place).
-Students will create their background skyline.
VOCABULARY:

Background, middle ground, foreground
PROCEDURE:
Introduction (Anticipatory Set/Pre-assessment):

Students come to floor. Point to something in the room that is far away from you. If you were going to draw a picture of the room from where you are sitting, whatever is far away from you would be in the background. Now point to something that is close to you. In this same picture that you are drawing, this would be in the foreground. Everything in between is the middle ground. 

Art History/Concepts:

Show PPT. Students identify the subject and setting in each example of Romare Bearden’s collages. Students identify background, middle ground, and foreground.
Demonstration/Modeling Behavior:

Teacher demonstrates how to draw background (or skyline) of a city or country scene. (Building or mountains) The line should start at one end of the paper and end at the other, and within this line should be shapes of buildings or mountains. Next, cut on the line. 
Check for Understanding/Guided Practice:

Review steps.
Independent Practice:

Students draw and cut on the lines.
Student Engagement/ Self-Monitoring:
Ask yourself: Am I focused? Am I drawing just one line that shows buildings or mountains? Am I carefully cutting? Am I doing my personal best?

Assessment/Closure/Clean up:

Review objectives and table helpers clean up.
