Scarecrow Portrait 
Kindergarten 
Aug. 25-29
Materials:  paper, crayon without paper labels, circle 

Time: 35 minutes

	Content Student Friendly Objective: Student will be able to use a crayon to draw circle, half-circle, and lines to create a scarecrow portrait. 


	Anticipatory Set/Pre-Assessment: Teacher will ask the students to raise their hands if they know how a farmer keeps the birds away from his crops.  Teacher will ask the students if they have seen the movie The Wizard of Oz?    Teacher imitates the way the scarecrow walked in the movie.  Teacher asks the class why the scarecrow walks that way.  What does a farmer use to stuff the scarecrow?  Recall that a scarecrow is not stiff like the metal robot.

	Lesson:
Vocabulary: line, circle, half-circle, diagonal line, scarecrow portrait
Guided Practice: Teacher will demonstrate how to create a scarecrow portrait using shapes.
1st Draw a large circle by tracing around the circle that was passed out.  Color the circle orange or a color you think is best for your scarecrow.
2nd Draw half-circle eyes.  A half-circle has a straight line and a curved line.  Above the eyes draw an angry eyebrow with a slanted or diagonal line.  Draw two half-circles for the scarecrows ears.  Draw the mouth starting with a curved line, unhappy smile, then a straight line to close the half-circle.
3rd Draw the scarecrows hat using the side of your crayon to make a rectangle for the brim of the hat. Next use the side of your crayon and push it up to the top of the paper to make the top of the hat. Trace the two rectangles on the hat.

4th For the scarecrows shirt take the side of your crayon place it under the circle and push down to the bottom edge of the paper.  Do this at least 3 times to make a shirt.  Use the side of the crayon and push across but not to the edge of the paper to make each arm.   

5th Decorate the shirt by drawing lines from top to bottom and side to side.  You can add a rectangle to make a shirt pocket.
6th Draw lines coming out of the scarecrow’s head for hair, neck, and arms.  Use red, yellow, orange and brown to make the straw.

Ask students what is the first letter in the word scarecrow?  Teacher writes scarecrow.  Teacher comments that it is a compound word.  That means it has to words to make one word.
Teacher will walk around the room and give each student feedback.
Teacher asks students to write their name on the back of the paper.
Assessment: Teacher will grade each student with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  Students that completed all 6 steps will earn an E/Excellent.
Closure: Review the objective.


	Differentiation: The students that show difficulty in drawing will be shown on a separate piece of paper how to solve the problem.
