	Content Student Friendly Objective:  Student will be able to use a crayon to draw circles, rectangles and triangles to create a duck.


	Anticipatory set/Pre-Assessment: Teacher asks students to raise their hand if they can point to a circle in the room.  Teacher asked students to raise their hands if they know what a baby duck looks like.  Teacher asked students what shapes they could use to draw the duck’s head and belly.  Teacher asked students what shape they would use to draw the duck’s wing.  What kind of feet do ducks have?  What shape would you use to draw the feet?  What do baby ducks like to play in?  What letter does the word duck begin with?  Help me spell duck.  


	Lesson:
Vocabulary: duck circle rectangle triangle
Guided Practice:  Teacher will demonstrate how to draw a large circle and a small circle. Teacher will outline the circle to close the shape.

1st Teacher will draw a large circle for the duck’s belly and a small circle for the duck’s head.  As the teacher is having the circles touch the students are asked if they see a number.   It is important that the circles touch so the duck’s head will not float away.  Teachers colors in the circles.
2nd Teacher draws an eye on the small circle and two rectangles for the duck’s bill. On the large circle the teacher draws a triangle for the wing.

3rd Teacher draws two straight lines for the legs and two triangles for the webbed feet.

4th Teacher draws a curvy shape for a water puddle.

Teacher will walk around the classroom and give feedback to each student.
Assessment: Teacher will grade each student with an E for Excellent or an S for satisfactory.  Students that completed all 4 steps will earn an E/Excellent.
Closure: Review the objective.


	Differentiation:   I will help students that are having difficulty by showing them on another sheet of paper how to use the crayon to color and outline the shapes.  I will go over with the student how to draw a triangle.
