    World Religions Brochure Project

You will create a brochure on characteristics of the 5 major World Religions. On a poster board, trifold or butcher paper in which you inform the reader on what truly your religion represents and try to persuasive them not to believe the misconception that surrounds your religion.  We will conduct a gallery walk in which we will leave feedback, and then you will have an opportunity to correct anything or counterclaim the feedback given by explaining your point of view and the information.
It is due, printed, on Tuesday, 28h  of  January at the beginning of class of the period
Requirements for the Brochure:

Front: Tile and a Map of world population’s religious affiliation     (Your names, class period) 
Panels: (Each panel will highlight just the religion you were assigned from the major 5 world religions: For example-The inside 3 panels could be explanation, origins, founder; the back can be terms and the fold in panel could be basic beliefs. There is NOT a requirement for order or location of a specific information.  The ONLY requirement is that each panel analyze each of following listed below)

Research and document the following about each religion:

1.) Explanation/Definition of the Religion

2.) Origins/How it started

3.) Founder 

4.) Terms, People, Event, and concepts related to the faith

5.) Basic Beliefs

6.) Holy Book

7.) Leadership 

8.) Denominations/Sects (example: Baptist, Catholic, Methodist are denominations of Christianity) 

9.) Worship practices/rituals/holidays/celebrations (This should be one of the last thing you do.  You can be as elaborate as you like you are only required to highlight 3 holidays/celebrations/rituals.  For example Hanukkah, Bar Mitzvah, Passover are three holidays/celebration/rituals for the Jewish faith.)

10.) Symbol and Picture (Examples: Cross for Christianity, Star of David for Judaism)     

 You can use the internet resources; however be very careful to use reliable sources and distinguish biases.
