Protocol for calling a covering Nurse to your school:

Is student/staff unconscious?  If yes, call 911, then call the covering Nurse:

2. Is there an altered level of consciousness (doesn’t know name, place, time)  If yes, call 911 immediately, then call covering Nurse.

3. Is student/staff bleeding profusely? (Unable to stop bleeding after putting on gloves and applying pressure). If yes, call 911 immediately, then call covering Nurse.

4.  Is student/staff having trouble breathing? Are lips blue? (if yes, call 911) Can they speak? (if no, call 911, then call covering nurse) Can they walk?  (if no call 911, then call covering Nurse)  If yes to all of these things and the face is swollen and red, there are skin blotches and the lips are swollen & blue, this may be an anaphylactic reaction – if there is a known allergy use the Epi-pen stat, call 911, call the covering Nurse.
5. Is the student/staff having chest pain? Are they pale? Sweaty? Skin clammy? If yes, call 911 immediately, then call covering Nurse.
6. Is the student having shaking or jerking and  unable to respond? Is there a known seizure disorder?  If not, call 911, and then the Nurse.  If yes, make sure the student is safe (breathing and cannot injure themselves) then call the Nurse.

For urgent but non-emergent assistance:

Please have the following information available when calling for covering Nurse:

1. Student name

2. Student age

3. Reason student needs to be seen- BE SPECIFIC- stomach pain, headache, etc. for XX hours; injury-body part, where the injury occurred-home or school. 

4. Past medical history: i.e. what you know about the child - asthma, seizures, food allergy, etc.
5. Medications taken within the past 24 hrs including over the counter meds.
What has been done prior to calling Nurse?
If a staff member needs assistance and can talk, please have them call the Nurse directly.
