	MODELING: Teacher will project, on the board, the pieces of information needed for Cornell Notes.  **STUDENTS WILL SAVE NOTES AS “ESSAY STRUCTURE.” STUDENTS WILL ADD TO THE NOTES EACH DAY AND TURN THEM IN ON FRIDAY.**
Topic: Text Structure for Compare and Contrast Essay
Essential Question: What techniques does an author use when writing a comparative essay?
Questions: What is text structure? What is a comparative essay? What clues do authors use when writing a comparative essay?

Teacher will present the PowerPoint about Text Structure for Compare and Contrast Essays. Students will write/type notes using Cornell Notes.  During slide 8 and 13, pause to allow time for the students to determine the clues used in the example paragraph. (First, Second, Next, Then, Before and After)

10:2 Strategy ~ Teacher spoke for 10-minutes; now partners check to see that both of you have the same information in your notes.  Afterward, orally paraphrase/summarize your notes to each other. Person at chair 1 will share the paraphrasing with the class.

Checking for understanding: Person at chair 1 will share the groups’ paraphrasing  

GUIDED PRACTICE: Students will work as a team to brainstorm a list of comparing and contrasting events from Text 5 To Build a Fire and Text 6 The North Pole.

Students will write Cornell Notes. Students will complete a Venn Diagram to show the similarities and differences of the two texts.  From the Venn Diagram, students will select 3 pieces of evidence to include in the essay they will write later in the week. Two pieces of evidence should prove the similarities between the text, and 1 piece of evidence should prove a contrasting example. Afterward, students will select and write on the Venn Diagram 2 clue words to use as the comparison clues in their essays.  Finally, students will select and write on their Venn Diagram 1 clue word to use for the contrasting evidence.
