Please ask one student from each table to select the green literature books from the top shelf of the bookcase.  Next, guide the students as they read one story per day, or one story might take two days.  You can request the stories be read aloud with the whole group.  Or, you can ask each group to read the stories together.  Once the story is finished, ask the students to complete the comprehension questions. Inform the students that the ACE strategy must be used when answering the questions.

Elements of Literature (green book with the frog on the front cover)

“Three Skeleton Key” page 65-77; answer questions 1-8 using the ACE strategy; and then answer, “What parallels do you see between you and the main character?”

“Barrio Boy” page 125-131; answer questions 1-9 using the ACE strategy; and then answer, “What parallels do you see between you and the main character?”

“The No-Guitar Blues” page 216-223; answer questions 1-9 using the ACE strategy; and then answer, “What parallels do you see between you and the main character?”

“Amigo Brothers” page 245-254; answer questions 1-9 using the ACE strategy; and then answer, “What parallels do you see between you and the main character?”

“When the Earth Shakes” page 434-443; create the Cause and Effect graphic organizer shown on page 433; and answer questions 1-5 using the ACE strategy.

The ACE strategy is:
A = answer the question
C= cite or grab information from the text-include page number and paragraph number
E= explore and connect the questions by answering, “How does this relate to me?”
